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The Puerto Rican parrot is a bright green bird distinguished by its red plumage over the beak, a white ring around the eye and turquoise-blue feathers. It's a native bird of Puerto Rico. They measure about twelve inches, both females and males are similar. The parrot builds its nests in cavities found in large trees. The nesting of these birds begins in the months of February and March. Their food at this stage is the fruit of the palm of Sierra. The Puerto Rican parrot was a bird endemic to Puerto Rico in the arrival of the Spaniards estimated that there are about one million parrots in Puerto Rico. The Puerto Rican parrot endangered for different reasons both natural and man-made as a result we have been losing Puerto Rican parrots. 
As a result of the massive deforestation that has occurred in our native forests, parrots have been disappearing. By the end of the NINETEENTH century unfortunately there was a large reduction in the numbers of the Puerto Rican parrot. For the 1940 the only parrot population that existed in Puerto Rico was in the Sierra de Luquillo, better known as the Forest of the anvil.  There are several reasons why the Puerto Rican parrot is in danger: the dramatic reduction of its habitat, illegal hunting and the competition of other species ' cavity in Puerto Rican nature. Fortunately, in recent years several organizations have tried to increase the number of Puerto Rican parrots taking them in captivity and reproduction. As a result of Hurricane Maria under much the number of parrots that had been in captivity. There are many organizations that will be working to increase the number of Puerto Rican parrots for the most reason that it is a very native bird and representative of the island of Puerto Rico.
